DOUBLE NEAT stalked along the inside, then from the two path turning for home, took aim outside of the leader entering the lane, sustained gradual
progress to bid leaving the furlong grounds, wrestled an advantage at the sixteenth pole and held from an outer late bidder. ATLANTIC DANCER trailed
along the inside, moved forward in the three path and between horses around the far turn, swung six wide into the lane, rallied with a surge outside of rivals
in the final furlong and reached place while missing the leader at the wire. MR MCGREGOR prompted outside of the leader, vied approaching the far turn,



forged an advantage at the five sixteenths pole, led into the lane before meeting an outer challenge at the furlong grounds, got collared and headed by that
one at the sixteenth pole, then lost place to an outer bidder and saved show at the wire. GIOVANNINO pursued from midpack in the two path, rallied
between horses in upper stretch to take aim between the leaders in the final furlong, but needed more late. RANSOMWARE pursued from midpack in the
three to four path, shifted to the five path entering the lane, sustained grinding progress to be within striking range in the final sixteenth, but leveled off late
and got outkicked for a minor share. TWIRLING TROILLET broke a bit out at the start, stalked the top pair from the three path, chased in the four path and
among foes entering the lane, then ran on evenly between horses. SEASON FIGHTER saved ground off of the pace, shifted to the three path nearing the
lane, but failed to factor. GAMETIME GLADIATOR laid off of the pace in the three to four path around the first turn, then the five to six path around the far
turn and failed to factor. HAWKS CREEK leaned in subtly at the start, laid off of the pace two wide and between horses, shifted to the five path around the
far turn before swinging to the eight path into upper stretch, and made little impact. FORGE IN FIRE set the pace inside of a prompting rival, lost the lead to
that one at the five sixteenths pole and weakened.
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
